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I.  INSTRUCTIONAL INTENT:  This period of training is designed to prepare units deploying to the former Yugoslav Republic with knowledge of how to react to indirect fire. The instructor will concentrate on the individual actions taken, to ensure that the soldier is performing them properly.

II.  TRAINING OBJECTIVES:  As a result of this instruction, the student is familiar with how to react to indirect fire.

ACTION:  React to indirect fire.

CONDITIONS:   In a classroom and field environment the instructor instructs on the proper procedures and techniques to react to indirect fire utilizing the talk,  walk,  and run through method.

STANDARDS:   Each soldier will know and demonstrate a working knowledge of how to react to indirect fire.

SAFTEY AND ENVIROMENTAL:  Prior to conducting training, the soldier will receive a safety briefing.

IV.  INTRODUCTION:

A.  Gain Attention:  As a member of a unit deploying to the former Yugoslav Republic, you may come under attack from indirect fire.


B.  Orient Students:


1.  Lesson tie-in:  In the lane exercises you will have to react to indirect fire. 


2.  Motivation:  As a soldier in the Bosnia Area of Operations knowing the procedures to react to indirect fire may save your life.


3.  Scope:  During this period of instruction,  you will receive instruction on how to react to indirect fire and be evaluated on your ability to properly conduct the performance measures. 

V   BODY:

 ACTION:  React to indirect fire.

CONDITIONS:   In a classroom and field environment the instructor instructs on the proper procedures and techniques to react to indirect fire utilizing the talk,  walk,  and run through method.

STANDARDS:   Each soldier will know and demonstrate a working knowledge of how to react to indirect fire.  

PERFORMANCE MEASURES:

1.  Any soldier gives the alert “Incoming”.

2.  All personnel immediately seek cover. Ensuring soldiers stay on road or marked trail.
3.  After the first volley,  leader announces Direction and Distance to move in order to get out of the impact area. Only move in a :6 or 12 o’clock direction along the road,  opposite the direction of impact or designated safe area.
4.  Element moves to specified location.

B.  Summary:  Seek cover and follow directions of your leader..  

C.  Application:  As a soldier in the Bosnia Area of Operations you must act quickly and safely to get out of the impact area alive..
