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I. The instructor will concentrate on the individual actions taken, to ensure that the soldier is performing them properly.

ACTION:  React to Sniper.

CONDITIONS:  Given a simulated Bosnia theater of operations, Sniper fire to react to, arming order of the Rules of Engagement. 2.  Motivation:  As a soldier in the Bosnia Area of Operations you may at any time have to react to Sniper fire to save your life or a fellow soldiers..


3.  Scope:  During this period of instruction, you will be assessed on your ability to react to Sniper fire. 

V.  BODY:
ACTION:  React to Sniper.

CONDITIONS:  Given a simulated Bosnia theater of operations, Sniper fire to react to, arming order of the Rules of Engagement. STANDARDS:  Instructional intent training.  

PERFORMANCE MEASURES:

1. Seek immediate cover.

2. Identify Direction and distance.

3. Return fire with only well aimed shots at clearly defined target(s) (IAW ROE).

4. Obscure with smoke.

5. Extract casualties and immediately move out of kill zone to specified location. (At least until no shots are fired or you have moved a terrain feature away).

6. Reorganize,  consolidate,  perform first aid and accountability.

7. Report situation to higher headquarters.
