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SECTION I.  INTRODUCTION  


"The realistic battles that you wage here in the Mojave Desert forge tactical expertise, leadership, and fighting spirit and that is what we need.  A state of training throughout the Army: demanding and tough.  Whether you're defending along the 'Whale,' or attacking up the 'Valley of Death,' or polishing gunnery skills back at your home station, remember that you are, all of you, preparing yourselves for combat, and by doing so all of you make a direct and lasting contribution to the preservation of peace."





PRESIDENT BUSH, February 1990.


President Bush directed these words to soldiers training at Fort Irwin.  Nevertheless, they apply with equal force to soldiers who will train here at Fort McCoy.  Your training at Fort McCoy will be of the same quality, intensity and standards as that found at our other Combat Training Centers (CTCs).  Recent contribution by Reserve Component soldiers in Operation Desert Storm underscores the importance of your task here; to prepare for combat or to support those who will fight.


1.
Purpose



a.
In previous conflicts, the National Command Authority issued guidance to govern the means that the military could use to achieve the political ends of that conflict.  Subordinate commanders then issue rules of engagement to control military operations.  In future conflicts, we can expect the same.



b.
The purpose of the Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) is to establish basic guidelines for conducting Force on Force training at Lanes Training (LT).  Clarification of these guidelines and explanations of procedures used will be contained herein and disseminated through applicable publications, orientations, and briefings.  This is a dynamic document.  Therefore, it will change as necessary to increase realism of Lanes training, to incorporate new training concepts and equipment, and required safety or environmental procedures.



c.
All personnel participating in training at Fort McCoy will be familiar with the EXROE.


2.
Applicability.  The EXROE applies to all personnel participating in, supporting, observing or controlling rotational unit training at Fort McCoy.  In addition to the EXROE, personnel and units training at Fort McCoy must abide by all applicable range and post regulations.

SECTION II:  FORCE ON FORCE


1.
Safety



a.
General.  Your unit’s time at Lanes Training will be a professionally rewarding experience.  Your soldiers exposed to the most rigorous and realistic training found in the USAR.  While here, you will never have a more important task than protecting yourself and the lives of your soldiers.  You must accomplish your mission safely and your unit’s training objective if you follow your home station safety precautions, enforce safety discipline within your unit, and use common sense.  Safety is everyone's responsibility.



b.
Vehicle Operations.  All vehicle operators are required to observe and comply with the following "LT Rules of Vehicle Operation".




(1)
Convoy commanders will brief all drivers, assistant drivers, and the highest-ranking occupant before each road march.  Hazardous areas/conditions, safe following distances, proper speed, route, rest periods, and signals discussed.




(2)
30 Miles Per Hour maximum rule applies to  hard surface roads.  Dangerous potholes, bumps, and various types of debris found throughout Fort McCoy.  Obviously, safe operating speeds become much slower in these conditions and during hours of darkness or when high winds cause blowing sand/dust.  Drivers will follow all posted speed limits.  Maximun speed limits are as follows: Cross-country operations 20 mph, tank-trails 25 mph, assembly area or areas with dismonted troops 5 mph.




(3)
Seat belts are mandatory for all occupants of a vehicle and worn whenever a vehicle is moving.  LBE worn unbuckled with the seat belt under the pistol belt.  Secure the safety strap and tailgates up when transporting troops.




(4)
Ground guides are required when operating vehicles near or while going through any assembly areas.  This applies during both day and night operations.




(5)
Walking speed ONLY through assembly areas.




(6)
Only properly licensed personnel will operate vehicles at Fort McCoy.  There will be NO driver training conducted in training areas.




(7)
Two (2) ground guides (front and rear) used when backing vehicles in a confined area.  




(8)
Soldiers WILL NOT sit or ride on top of moving vehicles.




(9)
Tracked vehicles will not be allowed to participate in any aspect of the rotation without a operational intercom system.  Vehicles without intercoms will NOT move under its own power until the intercom is repaired.




(10)
The hatch safety/security latches/tie downs must be operable.  Hatches without proper safety latches will have their hatches manually tied down or remain closed at all times.




(11)
Either all personnel will wear a KEVLAR helmet or CVC while their vehicle, (wheeled or tracked) is moving.




(12)
Equipment properly secured and tied down inside vehicles.  A load plan for every BLUFOR vehicle is required.  The load plan must be with its assigned vehicle and inspected by an Observer/Controller (O/C) before entering a lane.  In addition, check logbooks for proper data annotations.




(13)
Unsafe vehicles, (faulty brakes, steering or exhaust problems etc.) will not operate or move until these safety deficiencies corrected.




(14)
Tie down all radio antennas while traveling within the confines of the Fort McCoy garrison area.  Antenna balls are required when antennas are up in the training area.




(15)
While driving in the field during hours of darkness, use only blackout marker or blackout drive.  Use service drive only in the Fort McCoy Cantonment Area.




(16)
Before moving any vehicle, a 360-degree walk around inspection/search conducted to clear personnel, equipment, or obstructions.




(17)
Tracked vehicle convoys will not use hard surface roads for movement.    




(18)
Tracks will only cross-hard surface roads at 'track crossing' sites.  Use only tank trails adjacent to the hard surface roads.



c.
MEDEVAC.  Use when a serious injury or fatality occurs.  MEDEVAC is available through Range Control by radio or landline.




(1)
In case of serious injury or death, it is a unit responsibility to request a MEDEVAC.  All O/Cs are trained in MEDVAC operations and will assist the unit with the MEDEVAC, if necessary.




(2)
FM 46.80 is the MEDEVAC frequency.  During a MEDEVAC, all other traffic on this frequency is prohibited.  Fort McCoy Range Control monitors this frequency.  Range Control telephone numbers is commercial 388-2066/3309 or DSN 280-2066/3309.




(3)
The Fort McCoy signal for serious accidents is Red Smoke (day) or a Red Star Cluster (night).  All training, vehicles and personnel will stop and remain where they are until the MEDEVAC is complete.




(4)
Lanes training will have predetermined MEDEVAC locations for ease of MEDEVAC pick up.  If the patient can not move, the MEDEVAC will come to the location of the injured soldier.  All O/Cs will have a MEDEVAC overlay showing these locations.




(5)
When requesting MEDEVAC support, the following information is required:





(a)
Name, grade, and unit of requester.





(b)
Location of the patient(s).  (Six digit grid coordinates).





(c)
Number of patients.





(d)
Nature of injury.





(e)
How Landing Zone (HLZ) will be marked.




(6)
When a unit evacuates injured personnel, follow these procedures:





(a)
Notify Range Control immediately.





(b)
Provide Range Control with the following information.

· Unit designation.

· Number of patients.

· Nature of injury.

· The destination of the evacuation vehicle.
 




(7)
Units will maintain communications with Range Control throughout all emergencies.  Units that are in a Lane and do not have emergencies will not maintain communications with Range Control.  The ECC is responsible for this communication.




(8)
Range Control will alert the necessary authorities, and if requested, have an installation ambulance meet the unit evacuation vehicle for transfer and transportation of the evacuee(s) to medical facilities.  If any medical supports link up is required, Range Control will coordinate it.




(9)
Following the emergency the unit OIC must complete an accident/incident report and deliver to Range Control.

NOTE:  Never Approach the Helicopter unless one Of the CrewMembers Direct You To Do So.



(10)
Vehicles involved in, or in the immediate vicinity of the 

incident/MEDEVAC, will be required to do the following:





(a)
Stop vehicle and all combat actions.





(b)
Do not move the vehicles involved except when necessary to treat or extract victims.





(c)
Vehicles and personnel must remain in the immediate vicinity (300 meters).  Witnesses to the incident will remain on site until released by proper authority.



d.
Aircraft Crashes.  If you come upon or witness an aircraft crash follow the procedures listed below:




(1)
Notify Range Control Immediately.




(2)
Give the grid, your call sign and suffix, etc.




(3)
Avoid any toxic smoke coming from the crash site.




(4)
Look for survivors.  Remember that survivors can be thrown far from the crash site. 




(5)
Perform immediate first aid.



e.
Live Ordnance, DUDS and Pyrotechnics




(1)
General.  Fort McCoy has provided the military community with a long history of training.  The reservation has been used as an open target range by all military services.  Numerous gunnery ranges and target “hulks” can be seen through out the reservation.  Many portions of the reservation have been cleared or “surface cleared” of live and dud ammunition.  Use the following rules when you find live or dud ordnance in the field:





(a)
Assume that all bombs, projectiles, canisters, and rockets are live ordnance.





(b)
Do not touch, run over, or disturb ordnance.





(c)
Mark the ordnance with white engineer tape or chemlights.  Report the exact grid and report it through your O/C to Range Control.





(d)
Do not dig or excavate in designated impact areas.





(e)
Do not enter off limits or restricted areas.




(2)
The ammunition supply point (ASP) is the only authorized ammunition storage site on Fort McCoy.  Temporary storage of ammunition in CONEX containers while in the field is authorized.  DOL must give clearance.  Upon the completion of your exercise, OPFOR and O/C’s return all ammunition, 

components, and residue to the ECC.  The placement of ammunition in trash containers, chemical toilets, or buried underground is strictly prohibited.





(a)
Ammunition is defined as all munitions (explosives or otherwise), pyrotechnics, chemical agents, powder, and firing devices other than weapons.





(b)
Ammunition is not allowed on the Fort McCoy cantonment area.




(3)
Pyrotechnics.  Improper handling of blank ammunition, signal devices, and explosive simulators has seriously injured soldiers.  Units must follow the procedures and rules listed below:





(a)
All soldiers handling pyrotechnics must attend a range control class on the safe handling of pyrotechnics before the start of a Lane exercise.





(b)
Soldiers will wear gloves, sleeves down, and eye protection when firing star clusters.





(c)
Do not fire weapons at helicopters at night that is within 500 meters.  The pilots will be using NVGs and may be blinded.





(d)
Do not remove gunpowder from pyrotechnics.  This explosive powder is volatile and will cause severe second and third degree burns when ignited.





(e)
Do not use pyrotechnics around flammable liquids or materials.





(f)
Do not activate pyrotechnic devices inside vehicles.





(g)
At the start of each day of Lanes training, O/C’s will contact ECC to request clearance to use pyrotechnics that day.  This is to insure range control has authorized use (e.g. weather, temperature, location, and forest drying conditions).



f.
Carbon-Monoxide Poisoning, Toxic Smoke, And Fumes.




(1)
Do not operate generators, heaters, or gas burning stoves in poorly ventilated areas.  During the use of heaters, someone must be awake.  Do not sleep in enclosed vehicles with the engines or heaters running.




(2)
Be alert for symptoms of carbon monoxide poisoning, which include drowsiness, nausea, and headaches.




(3)
All personnel will wear their protective masks during (NBC) chemical attacks and all smoke operations.




(4)
The M256 kit gives off toxic fumes when used.  Soldiers using the kit will mask.  Once the test for a blister agent is performed, the kit itself becomes toxic and must be disposed of properly.



g.
Risk Assessment Worksheet (AO715-MGM-94-1307-01)




(1)
Commanders will complete the Army’s Risk Assessment Worksheet (AO715-MGM-94-1307-01) before each mission, or change of mission.  Additionally commanders and subordinate leaders should update this worksheet as terrain, weather or other conditions warrant.




(2)
Observer/Controllers (O/C) and Lanes OIC should also complete the Army Risk EVALUATION worksheet GTA (AO715-MGM-94-1307-01) prior to each new mission.  Upon reaching the HIGH-RISK level, O/Cs wills immediately notify the ECC and advise the BLUFOR commander of current risk level.




h.  The chain of command is responsible for establishing safe sleeping areas.  Soldiers will not sleep under vehicles. To preclude the possibility of carbon monoxide poisoning soldiers will not sleep in running vehicles.



I.  Personnel will wear gloves and eye protection, and use grounding rods, static lines, and fire extinguishers during all refueling operations.


2.
MILES and Instrumentation.



a.
MILES (Multiple Integrated Laser Engagement System) provides an instantaneous record and feedback of the battlefield actions of individual soldiers, weapons and vehicles.  MILES is required on all BLUFOR vehicles entering Lanes.  Meet the following conditions for instrument MILES battles.




(1)
The BLUFOR is responsible to test fire and bore site weapons.  Soldiers should establish a checkout station for the test fire/bore sight of all essential weapons systems.




(2)
If a detector system, (vehicle or individual) become non-operational, that vehicle or soldier will immediately cease participation/maneuver until the equipment functions.




(3)
Everyone (BLUFOR unit and OPFOR) in a Lane must wear a complete set of MILES, consisting of a Man Worn Laser Detector (MWLD) harness and halo.  All personnel will have a MILES casualty card in their possession.  All personnel not wearing complete MILES gear, or without a 

MILES casualty card will be required to leave the Lane and automatically assessed as a DOW.




(4)
MILES gear for vehicles and weapons consist of vehicle detector belts, coded laser transmitters, control boxes, and adapters.  Vehicle sensor belts must not be covered by camouflage nets, personal gear, or anything else.




(5)
All wheeled vehicles entering a Lane will be equipped with the Mobile Independent Target System (MITS), and instrumented or have an O/C escort.




(6)
When the MWLD of any occupant of a vehicle without miles goes off, the vehicle assessed as destroyed.




(7)
Master switches kept ON at all times while actively participating in a Lane.




(8)
A unit will receive its initial battery issue when drawing MILES equipment.  Replacement batteries are a BLUFOR responsibility.




(9)
MILES six (6) volt batteries kept in the MILES system battery box at all times.  Individual nine (9) volt must be kept in the harness and halo at all times.




(10)
Wheeled vehicles with inoperable MITS will not take part in Lanes.  Individuals must report MILES malfunctions to their chain of command and to their O/C.  The squad O/C will determine if the malfunction corrected on-site or repaired by the MILES contact team from TSC.  MILES EQUIPMENT IS A BLUFOR RESPONSIBILITY.  The ECC will control the MILES contact team.




(11)
BLUFOR personnel will not bring MILES controller guns and green keys to Lanes.  OPFOR will not use controller guns or green keys during a mission.  However, before the mission starts, OPFOR will test their MILES equipment during their precombat checks. 




(12)
O/Cs, when checking MITs at night, will allow vehicles to cover the CVKI light to prevent possible location compromises.




(13)
MILES cheating.  Knowingly circumventing the MILES system, removing batteries, or using “shaved” key is called MILES cheating and will not be tolerated.  It will automatically result in the offending soldier(s) assessed AS CASUALITY.  These actions will result in the removal of an individual or squad from the Lane.  Report MILES cheating through both the BLUFOR chain of command and to the ECC.




(14)
How to get the maximum number of kills with miles:





(a)
Bore site/zero daily.





(b)
Test fire at maximum effective range, not reduced ranges.





(c)
Keep weapons and MILES equipment clean and batteries fresh.





(d)
Use a soft lint free cloth to keep the transmitter lens clean.





(e)
On M-16s, position the BFA to protect the lens from carbon build up caused by sustained blank fires.



b.
Actions On Contact.




(1)
MWLD Kill.  When the Man Worn Laser Detector harness sounds continuously, the individual is a casualty.  He will cease firing his weapon and turn his MILES harness off by taking the yellow key from weapons transmitter and inserting it into his harness (key receptacle).  The soldier will take off their helmet, and waits for the O/C to come over and open the casualty card envelope.  The assessed casualty retains the dated card.  The O/C fills in the NAME, RANK, DUTY POSN, UNIT, and circles one of the following (KIA, DIRECT, FRAT, WIA, INDIRECT, BOOBYTRAP, RTO, EXROE, or SNIPER) on the envelope and retains the envelope.




(2)
VEHICLE KILLS.  All vehicle/equipment MILES systems must be activated and a BDA placard placed inside each logbook before the STARTEX.  Vehicles with missing placards are assessed “destroyed” (this is considered an EXROE violation).  Vehicles are subject to two types of Battle Damage Assessment (BDA): destroyed or damaged.  Vehicle BDA is based on the effect of direct or indirect fires, air strikes satchel charges other friendly or enemy actions or mine fields.  As with assessing individual casualties it will be done by the O/C when he or she arrives.  They will use the criteria of the placard and individual casualty cards.





(a)
When the Vehicle Kill Indicator (VKI) light flashes continuously, the vehicle has been hit.  No further movement by the vehicle is permitted.  BLUFOR personnel will stop firing all weapons and cease all transmissions on the radio.  He or she will then follow the procedures outlined in the “MWLD Kill” procedure.





(b)
Damage vehicle/equipment.  A licensed operator will accompany the equipment throughout the repair system until it is returned to the owning unit.  The owning unit determines if the operator with the damaged equipment is the one signed for it, but under no circumstances will the operator violate restrictions on their personnel or vehicle BDA cards.  When a tracked vehicle becomes a mobility kill, the driver and Tank Cdr/Bradley Cdr will be assessed and RTD.





(c)
Destroyed vehicles:  Licensed operator, at the time the vehicle was destroyed, will accompany the equipment throughout the system until the vehicle is recovered, reordered and returned to the owning unit.




(3)
Near Misses.  A near miss can flash the CVKI light on a vehicle up to eight times, or beep the individual’s MWLD harness.  Each near miss signal is a warning to the soldier that he is being engaged by fire, either

direct or indirect.  Vehicles may continue to move when near missed.  The driver and assistant driver should take appropriate evasive action.    



c.
Battlefield Effects




(1)
Artillery Fire Markers.  O/Cs act as Artillery Fire Markers.  They will mark the impact of artillery and mortar rounds.




(2)
Marking Artillery Fires.  Fire Markers and O/Cs mark artillery fires using hand thrown artillery simulators.  Casualties assessed based upon type and number of rounds falling in a designated impact area.  O/Cs in the immediate area will assess personnel and vehicle causalities using a controller gun.




(3)
Due to limited pyrotechnics, ONLY A FRACTION OF ACTUAL INCOMING ROUNDS CAN BE MARKED.  The unit must assume that any incoming artillery replicates a larger artillery concentration and act accordingly.



d.
Mines  




(1)
Vehicle/Individual strikes a mine:  Training mines are placed on top of the ground or may be partially buried so long as the top is visible.  When a vehicle runs over a mine or when an individual touches a mine, the O/Cs will assess casualties.




(2)
BLUFOR may use mines if they have properly requisitioned them and trained on proper installation.  Recommend training conducted in the Assembly Area (AA). 




(3)
OPFOR mines usually are blue with a red top or red stripe.  The mines always have a full width vehicle kill capability.




(4)
BLUFOR mines are blue.  Top surface of the mine can be flush with the ground. 




(5)
When simulated explosives are used, O/Cs will expend ground burst simulators



e.
Direct Fire Engagements.



(1)
O/Cs will assess casualties when direct fire weapons are shooting at concealed but either uncovered or partially covered personnel.  This will be done to insure the BLUFOR understands that hiding behind brush or piles of rocks represents inadequate cover and serves to only to block MILES sensors or lasers.

(2)
Minimum standoff distance for dismounted combat will be 10 meters between opposing dismounts and 50 meters between opposing vehicles.  O/Cs will assess dismounts that charge to within 10 meters of opposing dismounts or within 50 meters of opposing vehicles as casualties.  Dismounts outside of 10 meters / 50 meters will continue to engage.  MILES will determine the outcome of these engagements.  If inadvertent contact is made within 10 meters / 50 meters, the O/C will assess the situation by checking each soldier’s MILES.  Working MILES defeats non-working MILES.




(3) Opposing player vehicles will not be touched or mounted, including simulated damaged or destroyed vehicles.  Opposing player vehicles will maintain a minimun standoff distance of 50 meters.



f.
Special Instructions.



(1)
Opposing BLUFORs will never touch each other or other’s personal belonging except during LT directed PW events when an O/C is present to supervise.




(2)
Opposing BLUFOR (OPFOR) vehicles will not be touched or mounted.




(3)
Absolutely no objects thrown or fired at opposing BLUFORs, vehicles, or equipment.




(4)
No equipment, supplies (all classes), or personal belongings of opposing BLUFORs or units will be taken unless items appear to be lost.  In these cases, an O/C notified immediately and the items secured until a proper transfer can be made.




(5)
Pyrotechnics.  Fort McCoy authorizes approved booby traps, trip flares, etc. for use by the BLUFOR.  An O/C must approve all pyrotechnics used before entering its Lane.  Units may expend smoke grenades, parachute flares, and star cluster per unit TAC SOP.  A use exception, red smoke, red star cluster, or red parachute flares only when signaling a MEDEVAC aircraft or to indicate an emergency.  


3.
COMMUNICATIONS AND ELECTRONIC WARFARE



a.
Communications.  BLUFOR unit must provide its own SOI



b.
OPFOR will use BDE SOI provided.



c.
Brigade and Task Force command nets may be secure.  Other nets may be secure if approved by the ECC.  The ECC will monitor all BLUFOR nets.  Safety and accountability are the main reasons.  If changes in nets are required by BLUFOR, the squad O/C will notify his chain of command to insure that the ECC has been notified.



d.
All O/C elements will use authorized call signs and frequencies as listed in the 2nd Bde, 85th Div (TS) SOI.



e.
Units will not conduct jamming operations.  This is an issue of safety as much as an issue of non-doctrinal radios use.  Jamming operations be conducted by appropriate Electronic Warfare (EW) assets, or through the ECC.



f.
Use of unauthorized radios/communications equipment by crews and vehicles will be assessed and reported to the Lane Meister, if found using other than their authorized communications equipment.  BLUFOR may use CBs or hand held walkie-talkie equipment if authorized by ECC before start of exercise.  



g.
Frequencies and call signs for O/C personnel will not change, unless directed by ECC.  BLUFOR frequencies, call signs, and password changes are IAW their SOI.  It is the BLUFOR responsibility of notifying Lane O/C’s of new passwords daily.


4.
WEAPONS/AMMUNITION



a.
Blank ammunition simulates live rounds and issued IAW unit’s basic load or established issue plan.



b.
Dry firing of MILES is not permitted during Lane Exercises operations.  The O/Cs will allow the units to dry fire when bore sighting ONLY!  “Dry Firing” a MILES weapon system requires an O/C Green Key, which the unit must request from their assigned O/C.



c.
If there is a lack of 50 Cal Ammunition, dry firing will be used on gas powered machine guns during Lanes Training.



d.
Soldiers WILL NOT use equipment, ammunition, or weapons of enemy casualties.



f.
Red Smoke is not authorized for BLUFOR use.  Red Smoke indicates an emergency situation, and is used in marking LZ for MEDEVACS.  Any soldier finding CS, simulators, or red smoke WILL turn them in to the nearest O/C.



g.
Grenade Simulators:




(1)
The O/C will assess all grenade causalities.




(2)
Soldier will yell,  “GRENADE”, before throwing their grenades.  This serves two purposes:





(a)
As a warning to other soldiers in the area when throwing a grenade, so they can assume a proper protective position.





(b)
As a warning to the O/C following the action to help him make a proper EVALUATION.



h.
Hoffman Device/TOW Missile Simulator:




(1)
Similar to grenades the O/C will assess the damage and kill ratio when these electrical simulators are used by the BLUFOR. 




(2)
The soldier using these devices will yell, “Claymore” or “Land Mine” before firing.


5.
MILES CAUSALITY SAFETY



a.
Individual Action.




(1)
Soldiers will sit down immediately and cease play when they become casualties.  However, soldiers are authorized to move to safer ground if there is danger posed by vehicles involved in the battle.  When this is the case, the soldiers take their helmets off, sling arms, and walk as quickly as possible to the nearest safe ground.  They will then sit down in a group.




(2)
Individual engagements between soldiers are not authorized within 10 meters.  Physical contact between BLUFOR and OPFOR soldiers is not permitted.




(3)
At no time will all soldiers in a group of casualties go to sleep.  As a minimum one soldier will stand guard by being fully awake, standing, and having in his possession a way of signaling vehicles in day or night.




(4)
Single soldier Ops are NOT permitted.  At no time will a unit designate an individual soldier patrol.  Patrolling alone on the battlefield at Lanes is strictly forbidden.




(5)
When actual injuries are incurred requiring ground evacuation or MEDEVAC, a leader will remain with the injured soldier(s) to effect evacuation.  The location will be marked by chem-lights at night and a PRC-77 or more powerful radio will be given to the leader left with the soldier(s).  




(6)
All ground evacuations are the responsibility of the BLUFOR chain of command for insuring that they take place in a timely manner.  IT IS NOT the FEBs responsibility to transport injured BLUFOR soldiers to receive medical aid.




(7)
The BLUFOR Chain of Command is responsible for insuring that all soldiers know MEDEVAC frequency.


b.
MILES Casualty Cards (MCC).




(1)
MILES casualties are determined using “MILES Casualty Cards”.  There are five (5) types of casualty cards as listed below.  To activate the MCC the O/C will place the DTG and his/her initials on the card; this clarifies the time involved.




(2)
Return to Duty (RTD).  These soldiers require only self/buddy aid.  Soldiers assessed, as a casualty will not continue to fight, as he/she will assist fellow casualties.  RTDs are not required to be evacuated to Battalion Aid Station (BAS).  After receiving medical attention and following 

“change of mission” they will be keyed by their O/C.  Unit Medics will initial the Field Medical Card, DD Form 1380, in block 29.  During reconstitution, the RTD’s Field Medical Card will be sent with the MILES card and the DD Form 1156 to the Combat Trains, where the medical personnel will collect the DD Form 1380.

NOTE:  EVEN THOUGH THE INDIVIDUAL RTD IS NOT REQUIRED TO GO BACK TO THE BAS, THEIR DD FORM 1156 WILL BE CARRIED BACK TO THE BAS.  THIS IS REQUIRED BECAUSE RTDS ARE STILL CONSIDERED CASUALTIES.




(3)
Wounded in Action (WIA).  Walking Wounded and WIAs must be evacuated to the FAS or BAS within six (6) hours.  Most are ambulatory casualties, in accordance with the MILES casualty card, they can walk, talk and/or provide assistance to the unit after first aid is completed.  WIAs will be tactically evacuated in accordance with the unit’s TACSOP and/or OPORDS.  All WIAs can remain seated when being transported.  The witness to the injury will sign all properly completed DD Form 1156, and a combat medic will initial the form.  If present, an O/C will annotate the DTG and his call sign on the MILES casualty card to clarify the evacuation times and for possible determination of DOW if not treated with in six (6) hours.




(4)
PRIORITY (P).  Casuallty is treated and then evacuted, on a standard or improvsed letter (if requeired) to the medicla treatment facility manned and equipped to provide the appropreate level of care.  Priority casualties must be evacuated to the FAS or BAS within two (2) hours, or their status changes to “Dies Of Wounds” (DOW).  Use of the standard or field litter is the only means of carrying Litter casualties.

NOTE:  FOR LITTER PATIENTS THE “FIREMANS CARRY” WILL NOT BE USED UNLESS IT IS THE ONLY WAY TO GET THE SOLDIER TO MEDICAL ATTENTION AND AN O/C IS PRESENT.




(5)
URGENT (U). Casuallty is treated and then evacuted, on a standard or improvsed letter (if requeired) to the medicla treatment facility manned and equipped to provide the appropreate level of care.  Urgent casualties must be evacuated to the FAS or BAS within one (1) hours, or their status changes to “Dies Of Wounds” (DOW).  Use of the standard or field litter is the only means of carrying Litter casualties.




(6)
KILLED IN ACTION (KIA).  Evacuate the soldier to the Graves Registration (GRREG) point designated at the combat trains or BSA depending on where the KIA was assessed.  The O/C(s) making the EVALUATION will identify the exact collection point.  Neither transport nor move 

KIAs in the same vehicle with “living” soldiers.  Process KIAs before the next mission.  KIAs will remain dead for five (5) hours.  If present, an O/C will annotate on the MILES casualty card the DTG and their call sign to facilitate evacuation times for determination as to when the soldier will be returned to their unit.



c.
Vehicle And Equipment Simulated Battle Damage (SBD).




(1)
Recovery and Repair of SBD.  The SBD vehicle assessed as a mobility kill a recovery vehicle, mechanic and repair part(s) are required.  The recovery vehicle must have the necessary equipment to accomplish recovery mission, such as the correct tow bar, cables, shackles, and pins, etc.  Only the vehicles with the authorized equipment are permitted to perform the recovery missions.




(2)
Destroyed vehicles will remain in place until a change of mission.  At change of mission, O/Cs will collect all unreconsitituted-destroyed vehicles and control their movements until reconstitution.  All equipment on the vehicle is considered destroyed and unserviceable.


6.
NUCLEAR, BIOLOGICAL, AND CHEMICAL OPERATIONS  (NBC)



a.
General.



(1)
This section contains NBC procedures used during force on force operations.




(2)
No NBC assets are available for Lanes Training.




(3)
Units are given credit for using their NBC equipment, if the item is present, operational, and is employed in a doctrinally correct manner.  For example, if Task force deploys with battledress overgarments (BDO), the unit can remain in a contaminated area for up to 24 hours before casualties are assessed for suit failure.  However, start assessing casualties in the BLUFOR unit after they have deployed their chemical protective overgarments (CPOG) if the unit remains in the area more than six (6) or more hours.




(4)
The lack of CS vapors (to simulate toxic vapors) is not a guarantee that the area is free of chemical agents (“all clear”).




(5)
Smoke markers will mark OPFOR and BLUFOR artillery smoke.



b.
Special Considerations.




(1)
BLUFOR will immediately notify the nearest O/C if they damage an M43A1 chemical agent detector unit or a chemical agent monitor (CAM).  Both of these devices have nuclear sources that are potentially hazardous if the detector cell is damaged.




(2)
All personnel will notify their O/C if any personnel in their unit are allergic to CS or pregnant.  Exercise care to avoid exposing these soldiers to C/S.


7.
VISITORS:



a.
General.  During simulated battles at Lanes training, visitors are required to observe the following guidelines.




(1)
They must check in with the Lane Meister for a time and Grid Coordinate to enter the Lane.




(2)
They must wear BDUs, KEVLAR helmet, and LBE.  All visitors entering a Lane will have sleeves rolled down and have proper camouflage applied (Face, Neck, Hands, etc).  Civilian visitors will be in appropriate dress directed by the ECC.




(3)
Visitors are not required to wear MILES when entering a Lane.  If visitors are in MILES, the Lane Meister will insure that the individuals yellow key is inserted into the harness (weapon key receptacle). 




(4)
Visitors will not enter a Lane without escort.




(5)
Visitors must not communicate with BLUFOR personnel and/or O/Cs during the battle.  They will not use a tactical radio or give guidance during the Lane.




(6)
Any use of aircraft in the maneuver area by visitors, must be coordinated well before the intended use through the ECC.




(7)
If a visitor wants to view an After Action Review (AAR), they will need to be at the AAR site and observe from the rear.

NOTE:  THE O/C IS NOT OBLIGATED TO ALLOW UNIT VISITORS TO ADDRESS THE BLUFOR AFTER THE AAR.  AT NO TIME WILL ANY VISITOR PARTICIPATE IN THE AAR PROCESS.



(8)
All visitors will be escorted off the Lane by the Lane Resource Manager after lane visit.


8.
TICKS



a.
A tick is a small, dark colored creature with eight legs and a pointed structure for a mouth that is used to suck blood from under the skin.




(1)
Diseases carried by ticks include at least seven (7) infectious diseases and a form of paralysis.  The most common in this area is Lyme Disease.  Its early signs include:





(a)
Puffy red marks, blocks or circles on the skin around bite.





(b)
Fever and chills





(c)
Stiff neck





(d)
Achy muscles and joints





(e)
Headaches.




(2)
More severe symptoms of Lyme disease include infected lymph nodes, sleepiness, photohobia (intolerance to light), and damage to the heart.  In addition, common in this are is Rocky Mountain spotted Fever.  Its symptoms include: a sudden fever and chills, headaches, loss of appetite, nausea and vomiting, achy muscles and joints, and a rash around the wrist and ankles that spreads to the rest of the body.




(3)
Prevention.  The best way to prevent tick bites is to stay away from areas with tall weeds.  If you do go into wooded areas:





(a)
Wear clothes that cover as much of your skin as possible.





(b)
Tuck in your shirt and pant legs (ticks usually crawl upwards)





(c)
Check yourself for ticks and tick bites regularly.




(4)
Ticks usually attach themselves in hairy areas of the body, in the waist or in the hair above the ears.




(5)
Tick removal.  If you do find a tick on you, use a tweezers, shield your fingers with a plastic bag, or paper towel to GENTLY grasp it and SLOWLY pull it away from the skin.  NEVER remove or crush a tick with bare fingers since the disease-causing organism can enter the body through even invisible cuts on the fingers.  Wash the area with soap and apply antiseptic.  ALWAYS WASH HANDS WITH SOAP AFTER REMOVING A TICK.




(6)
Ticks are very much a part of the outdoor life at Fort McCoy.


9.
CLIMATIC CONDITIONS AND INJURIES



a.
General.  Extreme variations in seasonal temperatures (subfreezing temperatures in winter and summer temperatures more than 90 degrees), sun, dust, and strong winds are important and highly significant factors to consider in LT.




(1)
Range Operations will broadcast to the ECC the Wet Bulb Globe Temperature (WGBT) and wind chill readings.  ECC will relay WGBT information to the Lane Resource Manager.  The Lane Resource Manager will notify all O/Cs and BLUFOR on the Lane.

Suspend physical training and strenuous activity.  If operational (non-training) mission requires strenuous activity, enforce water intake to minimize expected heat injuries




(2)
Severe Weather.





(a)
Declare storm alerts when dangerous storms are expected to strike Fort McCoy.  Range Operations and the Military Police will disseminate alert warnings.





(b)
Actions to institute protective measures against severe weather are the responsibility of the BLUFOR commander.  BLUFOR will follow directions found in their TACSOP first.  The ECC will issue additional safety measures.




(3)
Heat injuries.  Bright sunlight and high temperatures can cause eyestrain, sunburn, heat exhaustion, heat cramps, and heat stroke.  To prevent heat injuries emphasize proper use of clothing discipline and increased consumption of water.  Due to the high salt content of all field rations, additional salt consumption is both unnecessary and detrimental.




(4)
Water discipline.  High temperatures and increased activity require the body to use more water to maintain normal cooling.  Dehydration will occur when water lost through breathing, perspiration, and other activities if not replaced.  Insufficient water intake is the largest single cause of heat injuries.  Commanders must ensure that personnel increase their water consumption during hot weather.  When the "wet bulb" temperature is above 80 degrees, increase water consumption to thirteen (13) quarts per day per soldier.

NOTE:  WEARING SPECIAL CLOTHING AND EQUIPMENT (I.E. MOPP GEAR, FLAK VESTS, ETC.) IMPAIRS THE BODY'S ABILITY TO COOL ITSELF, AND SPECIAL PRECAUTIONS MUST BE CONSIDERED BEFORE THEIR USE.

O/Cs normally drink from 10 to 15 canteens of water per day depending on the time of year.  Water is the best weapon against heat injuries.  During summer months at the LT, O/Cs know that they have to force water consumption.




(5)
Tips on how to beat the heat.





(a)
Keep your head and body covered, wear light loose fitting clothing, and do not take off your shirts since this increases your perspiration and fluid loss.





(b)
Apply sun block on hands, neck, and face to prevent sunburn.  Reapply sun block frequently to nose and lip areas.  Wear gloves to protect the hands.





(c)
Maintain the appropriate amount of sleep.  Units must adhere to their sleep plans.  Take frequent rest breaks in shaded areas.  The number of hours of sleep and the number of rest breaks are contingent upon the time of year, time of day, and level of activity.





(d)
Eat regularly.  When it is hot you will tend to eat less frequent and smaller amounts.  Do not consume salt tablets.  Normal dieting is sufficient to maintain normal vitamin and mineral content in your body.





(e)
If it is extremely hot and sufficient water is available, it may be helpful to occasionally soak down or wet clothing.





(f)
Know Heat Injury warnings.  Heat Injuries can occur in cold weather also.


10.
TRAINING AREA ENVIRONMENTAL RECOVERY PLAN.  Due to the increased volume of training conducted at Fort McCoy in recent years, an environmental recovery plan was implemented in October 1988.  The following information explains Fort McCoy’s plan and what action all Units WILL follow and O/Cs in Lanes training.



a.
Each year Training Area Recovery Plan (TARP) removes 1-6 training areas for training purposes.



b.
All training is prohibited during the initial year of a TARP area.  Red/white signs will identify the areas and yellow barricade tape will block unauthorized trails.  Lane Teams WILL NOT use these areas for any purpose, to include Lanes training and conducting AARs.



c.
Restricted training is prohibited during the second year in these areas.  Training will be restricted to foot traffic only.  Bivouacs, establishment of fighting positions, wheeled and track vehicle movements and overnight occupation of these areas WILL NOT be permitted.  Blue/white signs will identify these areas.  However, these areas will support AARs and the walk stage of the rehearsal for Lanes training.



d.
At the end of this two-year cycle, these training areas are available to units for general training.



e.
Main roads running through or around closed areas will remain open to vehicle traffic and recognized tank trails running though closed areas will remain open during the period of the training area(s) closure.  However, vehicles will be required to remain on roads or recognized tank trails.



f.
Once areas are reopened for general training, the following restrictions will apply to their utilization:




(1)
ALL engineer plans, obstacle development, fighting positions, tank ditches, revetments, wire emplacements, and entrenchments must be cleared in advance and in writing with Range Control.




(2)
All holes will be filled in before BLUFOR clearance and those are as requiring restoration (i.e., replanting with native grasses) will be done at unit expense.



NOTE:  THE TSB CONDUCTING LANES TRAINING AT FORT MCCOY IS THE LANDOWNER.  ALL O/CS AND BLUFOR PARTICIPANTS OF LANES TRAINING WILL CONTACT THE ECC IF UNSURE OF THE STATUS OF THE TARP AREA.  LANES TEAMS CAN USE TARP AREAS FOR LANES TRAINING FOR USE.  LETS TAKE CARE OF THE LIMITED AREAS WE HAVE TO CONDUCT LANES TRAINING.


11.
IDENTIFICATION OF OPFOR AND O/Cs.



a.
OPFOR elements will conduct operations in support of Lanes training as tasked by Mission OPORDS, FRAGOs and Lane Meisters.  OPFORs will portray a Level I and/or II threat.  By conducting rear ambushes and attacks on BLUFOR elements involved in Lanes Operations.  The OPFOR will often wear this Field Duty uniform:

(1) Tiger stripe BDUs.




(2)
Shirtsleeves down at all time.




(3)
OPFOR Rank insignia with subdued U.S. rank pinned to right breast pocket. 




(4)
LBE as per TEAM SOP




(5)
MILES to include halo, harness, and laser. 




(6)
Hat, Jungle type II.



b.
O/C’s are assigned to the 2nd Bde, 85th Div (TS).  O/Cs are the primary trainer attached to a squad or platoon.  They are the facilitators of AAR’s.  They ensure training is conducted IAW Army Standards.  O/C’s will wear Field duty uniform with the following changes:




(1)
Two ammo pouches on the left side.




(2)
Controller Gun attached to pistol belt on right side (front) and tied (dummy cord) to suspenders on right side.




(3)
First Aid Pouch on left front suspenders.




(4)
Green key hooked to suspenders below 1st Aid Pouch.




(5)
O/C’s will not wear MILES.




(6)
Observer/Controller indentification badge.



c.
OPFOR and O/C Vehicle Identification Markings:




(1)
OPFOR vehicles will be marked using white engineer tape or chalk with an “X” across the grill, driver, and passenger doors. 




(2)
O/C vehicles will be marked using white engineer tape or chalk with an “X” across vehicle doors or white engineer tape tied on each radio antenna.
